1. ATTENDANCE
The meeting was quorate.
2. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the February meeting were agreed.
3. ANY ITEMS TO ADD TO AGENDA
4. TREASURER’S REPORT
Current account balance at end February was £2,255.06
5. NEWSLETTER
Agreed to make a 20 pager at cost of £350 vs £305 for 16 pages. Need to accommodate obituaries and a number of events and anniversaries. Race to the Church still waiting TfB approval.
6. PLANNING

The Green Springs, Marsh Lane application for a Certificate of Lawfulness was substantially rejected – requires planning permission.
Archaeological query to Berkeley Homes is outstanding- Roger has raised with SBDC but no response yet.
A general issue is that Berkeley Homes make many applications for relief of the approval conditions.  Although the condition is identified, the detail is only on paper at Denham, so very difficult to assess what is approved. General concern as to the level of tree loss along the Jubilee
Both signs outside The Feathers have been raised with SBDC. Mary Trevallion has raised a point that most of Taplow is covered by a restriction on advertising. Need to get hold of the actual document.
Local Plan:

HTS submission has been made. Principal concern is that Green Belt Plot 90, along and south of the A4 has been given a lowly rating and this is the area identified in the Plan consultation as an area for assessment.
Neighbourhood Plan:
The formal application will be made in April, to ease the workload on SBDC planners.
7. QUEEN’S 90th BEACON SUPPORT

SGI have made a first-aid volunteer available to cover the event.

Mike Clarke is assisting in the preparation and letting off of the fireworks.

Roger will check if SGI have yellow tape and spikes available to mark off the danger areas.

Police have been advised but have not yet responded.

Charlie and Zoe will handle the sale of torches on the Green.
